In the middle of November 2008 the Lord was
leading me to pray something like this over my
children,“Lord, I want my children to go beyond
what Annette and | have done, accomplished,
and achieved. | want their lives to have greater
impact and influence than what we have had
and that they experience the fullness of your
greatness.” | have never prayed that kind of
prayer over our children (ages 17, 15, and 13),
but it was something that was constantly on my
mind on a daily basis. At first | was just praying
that prayer because it was there on my mind.
After a couple of weeks | realized that the Lord
was trying to get me to see something of His
heart for all of His children.

It was at this point that He brought to mind the
words of Jesus in John 14:12, “Truly, truly, | say
to you, he who believes in me, the works that |
do shall he do also; and greater works than
these shall he do; because | go to the Father.”
What a truth! What a promise! Most of us have
heard this verse sometime in our life, but we
find it hard to wrap our brains and hearts
around the reality of those words. Just as | was
praying that my kids would do and experience
greater works than Annette and I, the Lord
continued to minister to my own heart that this
is God’s heart, that we all accomplish greater
works than His son Jesus.

The Apostle Paul wrote in Ephesians 3:20,
‘Now to Him who is able to do exceeding
abundantly beyond all that we ask or think,
according to the power that works within us.”
The summer of 1999 Annette and | were on a
mission trip to Poland with Jack Frost and
Shiloh Place Ministries when | experienced one
of those “exceeding abundantly beyond’
moments.

Annette and | were asked to go speak at the
church in a city called Zielona Gori, a city which
was 40 km from the German border. We spoke
to a church that meets together in an old
theater which had been used in WWII by the
Nazi’'s. God did wonderful things that day and
He reminded me that it was just a year earlier in
the spring of 1998 | had no direction for the
ministry and how He turned things around for
me so quickly.

It was in Zeilona Gori, a place that | had never
heard of or even knew existed, that God
showed me that if we seek after Him, believe in
Him and pursue Him, He will show us great
things and have us do great works that are
beyond what we can think or ask. God
confirmed the prayer that | was praying for my
kids about a month after | started praying with a
word from Catherine Brown that | got off the
“Elijah List.” She was writing about the miracle
of feeding the 5000 when she wrote this,
“Christ's compassion takes us beyond our
human limitations into the limitless flow of God’s
Glory.” When | read those words | could not
believe how true God’s words are and how
much He wants all of us to experience things
that are greater than even Jesus experienced
or accomplished.



This is our heart at Living Hope Ministries -- that
